








Hill of Crosses

There are many ‘Wonders Of The
World’ but one of the most breath
taking is the Hill Of Crosses in
Lithuania.
The hill is linked to many tales but
in 1847 the Father of a sick child
dreamt of a woman in white telling
him to place a cross on the hill
and the child would be cured. He
placed a cross on the hill and the
child was cured.
A vision of Mary was seen in
1872 and she told those present
to continue placing crosses on
the hill as a symbol of their
religious strength. During Russian
communist occupation religion
was banned in Lithuania, as people
were devout Catholics they secretly placed Crosses on the hillside in memory of
those killed in the uprising and as a sign of their religious belief. In 1961 every
single cross was destroyed by the Russians. After the fall of communism the
hill became a place of pilgrimage. In 1993 Pope St. John Paul the 2nd visited
the site and held mass for the 350,000 people present. In 2012 the Crosses
numbered approximately 105,000 and have been added to ever since.
We left rosary beads belong to my Aunt Jenny and a set belong to my Father-
in-Law. My Aunt was an independent woman who during the war tried to leave
Edinburgh by train with an American soldier but was swiftly removed by her
family. Later she changed her religion to marry my Uncle who was a Catholic.
She led a quiet life so we left her beads hanging in a quiet sunny part of the
hillside. My Father-in -Law regularly attended the Spiritualist Church and we
left his beads hanging on a simple black rugged cross. Finally we had a small
tin box that we had purchased during a visit to the Vatican, we left the box at
the base of a huge cross erected in memory of the victims of the Armenian
Genocide.
The whole experience will stay long in our memories. It truly is a place showing
the strength of people’s faith despite moments of adversity.
